A meeting will be held in the first week of the course to evaluate course and  text requirements.  The timeline for textbook assignments, play analysis and project choices will be given in a syllabus to the student.  Teacher-student contact hours should be set on a weekly basis to include not less than two and as many as five emails regarding feedback to this course work.  Examinations and papers should be sent via email if they are not to be given in a timed manner.  Otherwise, exams will be given in one of the monthly meetings between teacher and student.


Typical assignments for the course will include essay questions regarding historical, social and political aspects of thought in early forms of Asian, Latin, and European theatre.  Plays will be evaluated that come from early ritualistic genres plus extant forms.  Since the first semester of the course deals with plays that are not readily accessible to students in live presentations, performance techniques found in Kabuki, Noh or Greek theatre may be seen in traveling groups or viewed on rented tapes/discs that are available in film rental locations.  Shakespearean productions may be seen locally or at festivals out of the county.  


The final meeting will involve an evaluation of the work in examination and written paper formats with projects in acting or design as support materials.  This meeting should be in person so that feedback from the professor is immediate and a final grade is given.
