Goal 1:  Image
Emphasize tradition, pride, reputation, areas of uniqueness, distinctiveness, areas of excellence; remember that communities are both internal and external; enhance community awareness and understanding

Goal 2:  Financial and Human Resources
Cultivate private and non-state resources; improve foundation efforts; strengthen management of existing resources; improve processes; add classified support staff (statewide staffing standards); improve FT/PT faculty ratio (75%-25%) 

Goal 3:  Facilities, Technology and Learning Resources

Better use of existing space; develop community partnerships and resources (such as for the Commons); follow institutionalized planning procedures; look at use of off-campus facilities

Goal 4:  Economic, Cultural and Social Well-Being of Community



Improve relationships with business and industry; develop partnerships with educational institutions and community-based organizations; increase collaborative relationships with federal/state/local agencies; become known as the cultural center of the community

Program development; programs must relate to the institution’s mission; develop priorities; improve processes; achievement of academic and personal goals; incorporate PFE goals into our planning; set PFE measurable targets for Oxnard College
