Pre-Algebra Tobey, Slater and Blair

Required material:
Graphing paper, ruler or straight edge, various colored pens or pencils, and a 3-ring binder.  Note, calculators are not allowed.
Prerequisite:
Math 9 with a “C” or better, or an appropriate score on the Placement Exam.
Course Description:
This course bridges the gap between arithmetic and elementary algebra.  It reviews whole numbers, fractions, mixed numbers, decimals and integer, and examines proportions, unit analysis, and percent.  It also introduces algebraic expressions, solving equations, graphing straight lines and interpreting other graphs.  Proper notation, word problems, and study skills will be emphasized.
Course Objectives:
Upon successful completion of this course, the student will be able to:
· Perform basic operations (addition, subtraction, multiplication and division) with integers, fractions and decimals.
· Simplify numerical expressions involving integers, fractions and decimals by applying the order of operations.

· Simplify simple algebraic expressions involving integers, fractions and decimals.

· Solve simple linear equations.

· Graph straight lines.

· Use proportions to solve application problems (unit rates, scale drawings, similar figures)

· Solve simple percent problems (percent of increase or decrease, discounts, commissions, sales tax, interest)
Homework:
The completion of your daily homework is critical to your success in this course.  Homework assignments are due Wednesday.  No credit will be given for copying the answers.  Late homework will NOT be accepted for any reason.  To receive full credit on your homework, you must:
